While in Canberra, Dr Butler undertook research at the Australian War Memorial based on records of World War I nurse Kitty McNaughton.  Another Bursary winner was Dr Fiona Hanlon, whose research was the basis of a chapter in Public Sentinels, covering evolution of senior legal positions such as Attorney-General and Solicitor-General.
