A Framework for Analyzing the Impacts of Government Expenditures and Policies on Youth

Government expenditures and policies are designed to directly affect particular groups of youth or youth generally. Budgets and policies can also indirectly impact youth as part of a targeted non-youth specific group or as part of the population generally. In order to identify the direct and indirect expenditure and policy impacts on youth,  categories of expenditure are important. Together they add up to the total budgetary impacts on youth.

	EXPENDITURES WITH DIRECT IMPACTS ON YOUTH

 IN THE COMMUNITY



	Category 1: Targeted youth expenditure to a particular sub-group of the youth population. 

For example

· job assistance for unemployed 15 –17yrs

· literacy classes for students with special needs

· rural youth agricultural training 
	Category 2: Youth general expenditure that has a direct impact on youth as a whole.

For example

· school programs

· youth age legislation

· minimum working age

	Category 3: Targeted (non youth specific) 

expenditures that can 

have indirect impacts on youth. 

For example: 

- services for people with disabilities

· rural health programs

· weight restrictions on work undertaken by women

	Category 4: General expenditures that relate to all the population (but which can have significant indirect impacts on youth).

For example:

· Promoting sporting activities

· Environmental protection

· Labor legislation that increases labor market flexibility

	Category 5:  Employment  policies for  public sector employees which can have both direct or indirect  impacts on youth. 

For example:

- government internships for graduates up to 25 years old
