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Threshold concepts emerged from a UK national research project examining good teaching and learning environments in undergraduate education. (Enhancing Teaching-Learning Environments in Undergraduate Courses - http://www.tlrp.org). Professors Erik Meyer and Ray Land developed the view that certain concepts were held to be central to the mastery of economics. The idea of 'threshold concepts' is applicable to many discipline areas and is associated with 'transformative' models of teaching and learning that views learning as a process of conceptual change. Threshold concepts can be characterised as transformative, irreversible, integrative, troublesome, and bounded. The insights and application of threshold concepts to teaching and learning in undergraduate education is expanding rapidly, and is at the forefront of new thinking about university education.
