	Presentation by Dr Ioana Petrescu,  Snr Lecturer, School of Communication.

Ioana talked to the Committee about key issues, problems and practice in her role.

She demonstrated :

· the Orrmulum website, which replaces the Orrmulum magazine - a cost effective measure, which has been successful. (www.orrmulum.unisa.cc/2007/index.php) 

· the website of the Poetry and Poetics Centre, newly established and granted University Research Centre status.

Key issues are:

· the lack of mechanisms to recognise the number of books written and edited by her students, some of which were published by Wakefield Press and some of which are used by high schools and other universities as curriculum texts.  

· the lack of funding, as well as the practice of UniSA of taking levies out of funding received

· lack of recognition of Honours completions as ‘research’.

· Lack of teaching space for the Poetry and Poetics Centre.

Ioana was asked to keep the committee updated on the recognition of publications for DEST points.
