1. Welcome and Apologies – Apologies noted as above. 
2. Minutes 


Previous minutes were accepted with minor changes.
3. Member & Working Group Updates
Chris Klinger (International Studies) – The School is having a TALC meeting soon.
Bronte Cerny (Library) – Bronte advised that there are now 3 memos on Copyright that are on the SharePoint. The library will be trialling longer opening hours during Christmas. The library will also be providing duplicate copies for some high demand materials for large courses. 
Beverley Kokkinn (LTU) – Most positions within LTU are now filled and the Counselling team is close to being complete.
Action: Beverley to provide a list of campus team staff in LTU to members.

Sophie Relf – The mentor professional session supported by the Division will be held this week. The event mentor/eventor will be run in December.
Denise Wood (Communication) – School is going through an audit process. 

Di Barrett (Arts) – The PER for Bachelor of Visual Arts (Specialisation) (DBVS) is in the process. There will be a meeting with Industry Partner to evaluate and see how the program can be changed to to make the structure and option more visible to students.  The School is hosting The Australian Council of Universities Arts and Design Schools Annual Conference being held in October.
Tangi Steen (DUCIER) - A first college wide forum on Step 2010 was held. A new Masters program was offered for the first time this year. The mapping of the undergraduate programs to nest with the new Masters program is in the process. PER has been completed for Bachelor of Arts (Honours) (MHAR). The college is holding an Academic Integrity workshop. Tangi reported that there are issues with Indigenous students not having access to enrol in foundation studies and also support provided for staff.
Action: Tangi, Dale and Alice Healy to work on strategies to provide support to staff.
Lynne Badger (Dean:TL&I) – Lynne Badger reported that the Review of APPM has gone through Academic Board. The new changes address many concerns raised by academics.  A draft proposal to increase the IELTS for undergraduate coursework to 6.5 is circulated. Lynne also spoke about the need to initiate discussion on embedding academic literacy into courses. 
4. Proposal for the establishment of a new major in interdisciplinary disability studies (Denise Wood)
Denise Wood spoke on a proposal for interdisciplinary disability studies to be offered as a major, sub-major or minor within existing programs offered by Schools in the Division. Lynne suggested we talk with Trevor Gale who is the Director of the Centre for Student Equity in Higher Education.
Action: The committee endorsed the proposal for further discussion.

Action: Denise and Lynne to meet and speak with Trevor Gale, Director of the Centre for Student Equity in Higher Education.

5. School and Division Plan for 2009 and the Roles of Div TALC
Schools have submitted their plans for 2009. Once approved Schools are to bring them to Div TALC to discuss the strategies and procedures for the Division to support Schools. Div TALC need to look at coordinating and strategically ensuring that maximum support is provided for plans to be implemented.
Lynne Badger reported the importance of developing peer reviews more strongly for promotion and in helping to improve course development.

6. Division of EAS Colloquium 2008
Lynne Badger advised that a reminder about the Colloquium was sent via email. Letter of invitation was also sent to all 2007 grants and awards winners to attend and present a paper. We need to start confirming attendance for catering purposes.
Action: Portfolio leaders to strongly encourage staff to register and to present papers.
7. Teaching and Learning Grants 2008
Successful grant applications will be offered $3000. An information session on the Teaching and Learning Grants will be held on Magill campus this week. 
Action: Ivy Hong to send a reminder email about the grant and information session.
8. Any Other Business
Lynne Badger spoke on these matters below:
1. How we can start focusing on embedding academic literacy in courses. 
2. Integrating international students into onshore programs. Refocusing on how we can provide support to them into the University.
3. Monitoring to ensure that course information booklets align and are consistent with the APPM and approved course details. Program Directors can monitor with course coordinators can share responsibility for this.
