Professor Bernard Guerin, University of South Australia: The Challenges of Research with Somali Refugees in New Zealand

Bernard Guerin is Professor and Head of the School of Psychology at the University of South Australia, where he teaches social behaviour, language and discourse, and social science interventions. He trained at the Universities of Adelaide (Ph.D.) and Queensland (Postdoctoral), and then taught 3 years at James Cook University and 15 years at the University of Waikato, Hamilton, New Zealand. He has published four books, the most recent being Handbook for Analyzing the Social Strategies of Everyday Life (2004) and Handbook of Interventions for Changing People and Communities (2005).  Most of his research is now focused on communities, working with refugee (especially Somali), migrant, and indigenous Māori (especially Tühoe) communities in New Zealand, and now beginning collaborations in the APY Lands.  He also has worked on a project with earth scientists on social and discursive aspects of household energy use.  His goal has been to integrate social and community psychology with the other social sciences into an interdisciplinary framework that can be used for practical analysis and intervention.
