We are keen to involve and update our 
friends and supporters, especially our past 
School of Mines alumni, with the changes 
to our engineering program, and also share 
with them the research being undertaken into 
minerals and materials science which will be 
greatly enhanced by the construction of new 
learning and research facilities in a 5500m2 
building to be opened in early 2012.”

Tours such as these provide 
an insight into the innovative teaching and 
learning practices being implemented at UniSA.

The Duguid Memorial Lecture

The biennial Duguid Memorial Lecture is 
another event designed to share expertise and 
commemorate the success education can have 
in the community. The 2008 lecture was held 
at UniSA on 27 November. Established by the 
Aborigines Advancement League in 1994, to 
honour the lives of Dr Charles Duguid OBE 
and his wife Mrs Phyllis Duguid OAM, early 
20th century pioneers and advocates for 
the advancement of Indigenous people, the 
lectures perpetuate their vision for improved 
race relations. The 2008 Duguid Memorial 
Lecture was attended by over 200 delegates, 
keen to hear Dean and Head of School at 
UniSA’s David Unaipon College of Indigenous 
Education and Research (DUCIER), Professor 
Peter Buckskin, deliver his provocative paper 
Indigenous Education Outcomes: Are the 
answers in the mainstream?

Professor Buckskin examined the nation-
wide management of Aboriginal and Torres 
Strait Islander education, and highlighted the 
realities of the vast gaps in educational and 
social outcomes.

“Australian governments continue to 
mainstream Aboriginal education, without 
building on the cultural knowledge and 
positive experiences that Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander people bring to both 
the decision-making process and to the 
classroom,” Professor Buckskin says. “While 
there has been a lot of strong work done 
in this area, the fact remains that parity of 
outcomes between Indigenous and non-
Indigenous Australian students has not yet 
been achieved.”

Forums such as this public lecture provide 
a much needed platform for discussion and 
generate wider community support. The next 
Duguid Memorial Lecture will be hosted by 
Flinders University in 2010.
