Welcome 

Stacey welcomed the committee.
Resignations
Stacey announced the resignation of Allan Ball, the current vice president. Stacey read Allan’s resignation letter and the committee accepted his resignation. Stacey then announced Graham Raison’s resignation from the position of Education Officer. Stacey read Graham’s letter and his resignation was accepted. 

Open Positions
Stacey explained that the two positions mentioned above are now open and advised the committee to think about whether they would be interested in filling either position. Stacey advised individuals who were interested to discuss this with her later. This would be voted on in the next committee meeting by committee members only.

Youthjet Quiz Night
Stacey showed a Youthjet brochure and advised the committee to read through it. 
Fountain for Youth Week
Stacey gave details about Ian Thorpe’s Fountain for Youth and its role in providing literacy backpacks to children in remote communities. Each Golden Key chapter has the goal of raising $600/$800 which was achieved last year in the Tri-Uni Quiz night. 
For this year, it was decided that another Tri-Uni event would be too much to organize in such a short time. A more small-scale quiz night was suggested, to be held on the 26th of September. The committee agreed to putting on the quiz night as a UniSA event, in conjunction with Adelaide and Flinders, then holding another Tri-Uni event in the New Year.  

Social Activity

Quin summed up the recent end of semester social activity, saying that it was a good turn out and they look forward to more of such events in the future. 
Jacinta spoke about the end of year pub crawl, explaining that the night was open to Golden Key members as well as their friends. Quin suggested having lanyards made for the night for each participant to buy, which would entitle them to drink specials. 
Quin and Jacinta then discussed the Honorary Members’ Function, and the viability of holding it at the Moonlight Cinema early in 2009. Stacey explained that the event must be within this calendar year, so the committee agreed that an alternative event should be organized.
Red Cross Blood Drive
Merissa described how she had sent out an email to Golden Key members, detailing the next blood drive which would be held for three weeks in August. She will send this email to all UniSA students shortly. Committee members from City West and City East were given posters to put up, advertising the blood drive. 

Stacey talked about problems experienced opening a PDF file of the blood drive poster as well as other PDF files, and suggested sending the whole poster as an email, rather than an attachment. Raph said he would work on this. 
UniSA Chapter Newsletter 
Bec, Sonia and Lauren outlined the work they have done on the Chapter newsletter, and showed the committee the front page. They discussed the possibility of fundraising through advertising in the newsletter.

The newsletter will be produced quarterly, the first one coming out at the end of August. The committee was asked if they could think of a name for the newsletter; any ideas should be emailed to the communications team. It was also suggested that the newsletter should feature profiles on members’ achievements as well as updates on the committee’s activities. Photos of the blood drive are also to be put in the newsletter and on the website.
Website
Raph described the changes he has made to the website. He explained that he has made the site more accessible, restructured the background, change the information structure and the menu.
Stacey reminded the committee to send in their profiles and photographs for the website if they have not already done so. 

Fundraising
Erin explained that research has been done on the price of lanyards. Stacey suggested that it would be better to sell them in conjunction with the pub crawl, and that 100 should be made (without the date so they can be used in future) and see how they sell. 

Ewan talked about other fundraising ideas: a raffle, entertainment books, selling chocolates and selling stress balls at exam time. The committee agreed on selling chocolates. Stacey added that chocolate selling could also be used to raise money to send more committee members to the Asia-Pacific conference. Raffles would be included in the quiz night with (perhaps) another raffle at Christmas. 
Quin then asked Stacey to contact Allan Ball regarding helping with the organizing of the quiz night.
Budget 
Azid went through this year’s budget, and advised committee to contact him if they wish to know budget for their particular area. Stacey then explained that if events cost less than forecasted the money can be used for other events. 

International Conference
Stacey announced that she and Sonia are going to the International Conference, and talked about the Think Big Conferences, asking the committee to let her know if there are any particular conferences they think she should attend. 

Stacey explained that if enough funds can be raised, five people can go to the Asia Pacific conference on Canberra.
