5. President’s report

Carolina Carlsson presented the annual President’s report for 2006/07.  Key points included:

· Changes to the structure of the committee with Carolina stepping up as president and a new Whyalla representative appointed. 

· The chapter achieved and was awarded a gold standing at the regional conference in Surfers Paradise in February.

· Education initiatives including raising $235 for Ian Thorpe’s Fountain for Youth, and founding a tutoring program in partnership with the Division of Business. This program was primarily organized by our education officer Briar Whitfield, and is running again in SP2 2007 and now has around 10 tutors that help students struggling with the Business core courses.

· A number of successful social activities were held including a quiz night.

· Once again the chapter has had many positive interactions with our honorary members this year. The chapter organised a breakfast function for our honorary members at the Naval and Military club in January, received an invitation from the Governor of South Australia (one of our honorary members) to send representatives to her Garden Party in March, and inducted a new honourary member ( Annette Summers) at the new members induction ceremony.

· We raised close to $800 from Cadbury fundraisers which was used to send one committee member to the regional conference on the Gold Coast. 

· The chapter has continued to collaborate with the Golden Key chapters at Flinders and Adelaide universities. Members from the Adelaide chapter attended both the quiz night and the end of year social function.

· The chapter sent two delegates to the international conference in Arizona in August and also sent two delegates to the regional conference in Surfers Paradise in February. Full reports from these two events are available at the chapter website.

· The Northern Kentucky University has become UniSA’s sister chapter in the US. We continue to have regular contact and exchange ideas.

· This year around 340 new members joined the chapter, and around 150 new members attended the induction ceremony earlier in May.

· Revenue came from new members 2006 fees, Cadbury chocolate sales, t-shirt sales and quiz night revenue.

· Spending was on Conferences, Executive costs , Fundraising, Cadbury fundraising, the  Honorary Member function, Induction ceremony, Information evening, new member welcome function, T-shirts, the AGM, and the Quiz Night

· Based on the result of $335.15 the closing balance as at May 20 2007 is $2,519.12

· The cost for the AGM is not yet reflected in the accounts and the final result and closing cash at bank will be presented at the next meeting.
