INTERMEDIATE (INCLUDING INTERMEDIATE
COMMERCIAL) EXAMINATION,

1. ENGLISHE LITERATURE.

(a) Shakespeave. Midsummer night’s dream (Warwick Shakespeare).
(b) Poetry:

i. Ballads and lyries: Bridges, R. Chilswell book of English
poctry (Longmans), No, 1-18, 41-T, 34-60, 69-74, 77-81, 137-43,
173-5, with repetition of No. 1, 18, 56, 72, 77;

il. Longer story poem: Chilswell book of English poelry, No. 48,

(¢) Stevenson, Ridnapped.

N.B.  An essay of about a page and a half, or 400 words, on some
general subjeet will be set in the examination, and special regard will
be paid by the examiners to the eorrectness of the Wnglish used by
candidates throughont the paper. Teachers «will find the abridged
edition of Fowler’s King's English exceedingly useful on general
matters of composition and the use of words. Although grammar is
not direetly preseribed for examination, teachers of English com-
position are strongly advised to employ the methods and terminology
preseribed in the veport of the Joint Committee on Grammatical
Terminology: On the terminology of gramaar (Murray). The books
and extraets prescribed in (a), (b), and (e) should be studied in
relation not only to their content, but to their distinctive qualities of
style. Candidates will he expected to illustrate their answers with
apposite quotation and allusion. In the ease of poetry they must he
able to mark stresses and to display an understanding of ordinary
metrical forms.

2. GREEK,

(a) Grammar. Rutherford, W. G. First Greeic accidence. (Mac-
millan.) Teachers are asked to adopt the terminology recommended
by the Joint Committee on Grammatical Terminology: On the
terminology of grammar (Murray).

Naylor, H. D.  Short parallel syntaa of Latin and Greel. (The
Hassell Press.) Sentences will he set on the subject-matter with
which this text-book deals, but detailed knowledge will not be
vequired at this stage.

(b) Tasy prose composition. Simple sentences to test knowledge of
aceidenee and the more common prineiples of syntax.

Vocabulary will be such words as ave found in F. H. Colson’s
Stories and legends: a first Greek rveader (Macemillan), pis. 1-2.

(e) Basy translation from Greek into Fnglish.
