Documentary evidence to support your claims for credit must be provided, this should include
· Certified copies of academic transcripts

· Certified copy of the grade legend (usually found on the back of the transcript)

· Certified copy of name change if appropriate (ie marriage certificate)

· Syllabus outlines or other documents showing the scope and content of the work completed

· Certified copy of completed TAFE qualification at Certificate IV level or above (no credit is awarded for incomplete TAFE qualifications)
· Overseas study transcripts and syllabus outlines must be in English, or translated into English by a NATI accredited translator and certified copies provided with your application
Applications for credit must be submitted at least 6 weeks prior to the OUA close of enrolment for the study period in which the UniSA course is offered.

If you enrol before your credit has been assessed you may run into some potentially serious problems such as paying for or accruing a FEE-HELP debt for units that you do not need to complete. Furthermore, you may miss the cut-off date to withdraw which means that you will need to complete the unit in order to avoid a fail grade.
