Dr Charmaine Power is a researcher in the area of domestic violence with experience in working in women’s health.  She is the convenor of the 12th International Conference of the Nursing Network on Violence Against Women International (NNVAWI) in Adelaide in 2003, this role reflects her commitment to the role of Human Services in working with women, men and children and also reflects her extensive networks in domestic violence services.  In 2001 she completed an evaluation of the Central and Northern Violence Intervention Programs which looked specifically at the effectiveness of the services from the women’s perspective, including the ways in which inter-agency referrals met the needs of women as they moved from specialist domestic violence services to generic services.
