Chevening 
Scholarships 

 

For a one-year taught Masters or, between three and twelve months 
research, towards an Australian PhD at a UK institution.  The scholarships 
cover a return economy airfare, all compulsory academic fees, a monthly 
stipend and allowances. 
Opens annually in July.  Closes in October. 

Landerer Arts UK 
Scholarship 

 

For a one-year taught Masters in the arts or design at any UK institution.  
The scholarship provides $30,000, to contribute towards tuition fees, and a 
stipend.  Applicants must be under 30 by the application closing date.  
Opens annually in tbc.  Closes in June. 

British Council 
Eureka Prize for 
Young Leaders in 
Environmental Issues 
and Climate Change 

 

Awarded to a young Australian for scientific or technological leadership in 
responding to environmental and climate change challenges. 
The winner receives $10,000 for a study tour of the United Kingdom. 
Applicants must be aged between 21-30 by the application closing date. 
Opens annually in January.  Closes in May. 

Realise Your Dream For young Australians who are building their careers in the creative 
industries.  The awards offer a tailor-made professional development 
attachment in the UK for up to three months, return flights and $8,000 
cash.  Five awards will be made in 2008.  Applicants must be under 30 by 
the application closing date.  www.realiseyourdream.org.au 
Opens annually in October.  Closes June. 

Commonwealth 
Scholarships 

 

For a Masters or PhD in the UK lasting up to three years.  The scholarships 
cover a return economy airfare, tuition fees, a monthly stipend and a thesis 
allowance. 
Opens annually in August.  Closes in September.  

Scots Australian 
Council Scholarships 

 

For up to twelve months study at a Scottish university for a Masters or 
towards a PhD.  The scholarships cover a return economy airfare, 
academic fees (capped at £12,000), a stipend and allowances. 
Opens annually in July.  Closes in January. 

Researcher Exchange 
Programme 

 

For individual ‘early stage’ researchers to develop new collaborations 
through exchange visits to the UK of between one week and three months. 
The maximum award is £5,000 and the research links can be in any area 
of science, engineering and technology, including social sciences and 
humanities. 
Opens annually in January.  Closes in June.
