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When Sanjukta Ghosh came to study in 
Australia, she left behind a great job with 
India’s top hospitality company. Now, as one 
of the first graduates of the Le Cordon Bleu 
MBA in International Hotel and Resort 
Management and working in a management 
position within a deluxe multi-national hotel 
chain, she has no regrets.

“I wanted to move into the global hospitality 
industry,” says Sanjukta. “I knew an international 
qualification from a reputable university would 
help me do that.”
