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Irene and David Davy Scholarship 

for Advancement of Aboriginal Education

CRITERIA FOR ELIGIBILITY AND SELECTION

Australian Indigenous and Torres Strait Islander students of the University of South Australia who are enrolled in the final year of an undergraduate course or who are honours students are eligible to apply for the Scholarship.

This Scholarship has been made available through the bequest of
 Irene and David Davy.

Eligibility

The Scholarship is open to application by Australian Indigenous and Torres Strait Islander students of the University of South Australia who are enrolled full-time or part-time in the final year of an undergraduate course or an honours year at the University of South Australia.

To be eligible for a Scholarship the applicant must be an Australian Indigenous person or Torres Strait Islander in accordance with the Commonwealth definition which requires that the person:

1.1
be of Indigenous or Torres Strait Islander descent, and

1.2
identify as an Indigenous person or Torres Strait Islander, and

1.3
be accepted as an Indigenous person or Torres Strait Islander in the community in which she or he lives or has lived.

Selection

1 Applications will be invited on-line at the commencement of each academic year with a closing date of 9 March.  Selection will be made during April.

2 Applications will be received by and Scholarships determined by a Selection Committee established by the Davy Scholarship Advisory Committee. Applicants will be advised in writing of the decisions of the Selection Committee.

3 Scholarships will be allocated only if there are applicants of sufficient merit as determined by the Selection Committee.

4 The decision of the Selection Committee is final.

Additional Information

1 The Scholarship will be paid to the successful applicant(s) in two instalments after the census cut-off dates (31 March and 31 August). 

2 The Selection Committee will impose no restriction on how the student may use the Scholarship.

3 The recipients of Scholarships will be required to provide a written report on the conclusion of their tenure.

4
The scholarship recipients are to provide a presentation at the conclusion of the scholarship on their study experiences and aspirations. The Davy Scholarship Committee will determine when and where the presentation is to take place.  Scholarship recipients may (for instance) be required to give the presentation to potential students and scholarship applicants or at the UniSA Scholarship and Prizes Award event or another occasion determined by the Committee.

A letter of acceptance of the conditions of the scholarship must be signed by the successful applicants.
