Prof Fiona Arney was born and raised in the South Australian Murray Mallee.
She was awarded her PhD from the University of Adelaide in 2005 and began
her research career at the Adelaide Women’s and Children’s Hospital. Since then
she has become one of Australia’s leading child protection researchers, and is
also the Chair of the South Australian Council for the Care of Children, an
independent advisory body which advocates for children and young people’s
needs, rights and views to be incorporated into South Australian policy and
practice across portfolios. Fiona’s career has been motivated by the desire to
see children's lives transformed through enhancing the responsiveness of
families, communities, service providers and systems to the needs of vulnerable
children. She believes in the translation of research into action through close
collaboration.
