· Scholarship program for 1 – 2 semesters

of study, language training plus an internship
or mentorship of up to 6 months.

· Value of up to AUD $87,500, including a $2,500
monthly allowance, health and travel insurance, $2,500
travel allowance and $2,500 to set yourself up in your
new country.

· Invaluable opportunity to work, establish connections
and increase your knowledge in the Indo Pacific region.

· Receive credit towards your UniSA degree for your
overseas study.
